This must be completed prior to racing. The entry fee for everyone is $20. Registration will close 
30 minutes prior to the start of each race (NOTE: USCF registration will not open until 9:30). 
Field limit is 150 riders. 
 Given that the race will be on a DoD installation part of the base may be closed to 
visitors. As a result all riders MUST have their numbers visible, or they may not be allowed to 
cross certain points on the course.  
 
Road Race – April 15th, Sunday morning. The course will be a 12.7 mile per lap, clockwise loop 
around the perimeter Academy roads. Staging and Parking will be at the athletic fields (very NW 
side of the Academy). The feed zone will be on the hill between the Start and Finish lines. Wheel 
support will be based on vehicle availability and will be posted at registration.
